SCOPE AND SCIENTIFIC TOPICS

The 3rd International Symposium on Irradiation Induced Phenomena in Chalcogenide, Oxide and Organic Thin films, organized by the Central Laboratory of Photoprocesses and the Bulgarian Academy of Sciences, aims to restore the tradition of the 1st and 2nd Symposia on "Model Investigations of the Photographic Process and New Photoregistering Systems" held in Bulgaria (1973, 1980). The Laboratory is involved in fundamental research of the interaction of condensed matter with light and other irradiations and its application for the development of new media for information recording, nanotechnologies, optoelectronics, infrared and integrated optics, microphotolithography, sensors, etc. Organizing this meeting we would like to combine the scientific discussion on fundamental aspects of this phenomena and their practical applications with the beauty and the atmosphere of this historical part of Bulgaria. 

Scientific Topics:
1. Light, electron and ion induced phenomena in chalcogenide, oxide and polymer thin films;

2. Properties of thin films from metal oxides, ceramic materials, chalcogenide glasses, polymers and nano-composites;

3. Laser-induced modification of thin films;

4. Optical coatings on the basis of nano-composite metal oxide films;

5. Thin film low-dimensional materials and nanostructures;

6. Trends and perspectives for development and application of new materials for information recording, optoelectronics, infrared and integral optics, micro-photolithography, micromechanics, nonlinear optics, gas and chemical sensors, telecommunications and nanotechnologies, OLED.

LABORATORY

The Central Laboratory of Photoprocesses "Acad. J. Malinowski" has great experience in vacuum deposition of thin films and multilayered thin film materials from silver halides, chalcogenide glasses, ceramic materials, polyimides, nano-composite materials, metals, dielectrics, etc. and studying of their structure and properties. Simultaneously, a low cost deposition methods like sol-gel and spray pyrolisis are introduced as a practice for low-cost large area thin film coatings suitable for development of electroluminescent light panels, photocatalysts etc. The close relations and joint research activities of the Laboratory with many international partners are guarantee for our in-time accommodation to the high standards of the European scientific society, which is the main guiding line of our progress strategy in the near future.

LOCATION

The scientific meeting will be held at the Seasons Hotel in Tryavna. The Seasons hotel in Tryavna was opened at the beginning of 2002. The hotel is known with its modern and individual architecture. It is situated next to a pine forest and is only 300 meters away from the town center. 

The town of Tryavna first became a regional center as early as XVIII century although earlier records, which indicate human settlement in Tryavna can be traced back to Thracian times. By the end of the 19th century, Tryavna had become the region’s main cultural and industrial center and was heavily involved in the development of crafts during the Bulgarian Renaissance period. This resulted not only to economic prosperity, but also to the creation of the Tryavna School - one of Bulgaria’s oldest institutions of Art Tradition. Since that ti
me, the work of Tryavna artists has become popular throughout the Ottoman Empire, Romania, Serbia and Russia. 

The town lies halfway the Sofia-Varna route (250 km. away from each), 170 km. from Plovdiv, 219 km. from Bourgas and 130 km. from Rousse. The railway line linking North to South Bulgaria runs trough it. Daily trains and buses connect Tryavna with Sofia and Gabrovo.

INFORMATION FOR AUTHORS 

Audiovisual Equipment

For invited and contributed oral presentations, the following audiovisual equipment will be at speakers' disposal:

· Overhead projector;

· PC Data projector for MS Power Point presentation.

Speakers should introduce themselves to the Session chairman in the lecture room 10 min before the start of the session, and to be familiarized with the microphone and the projector. The length of invited lectures will be limited to 50 min, oral contributions to 30 min, discussion including.

Posters
Authors of poster presentations will have poster boards 1.20 m (high) x 1 m (wide) and pins at their disposal.  During the poster sessions, authors of posters are expected to be present at their posters.

Conference Proceedings
Full text of invited lectures (up to 10 pages) and contributed papers (up to 6 pages) received before 28 February 2005 by participants paid the registration fee will be subjected to regular review and published in a special issue of Journal of Optoelectronics and Advanced Materials (http://joam.infim.ro, Editor-in-Chief: Mihai Popescu). This issue of JOAM will be delivered to the participants in the beginning of the meeting. Post-deadline papers presented on the Symposium will be published in the next issues of JOAM. Manuscript preparation instructions will be communicated to authors after abstract acceptance. 

	Guidelines for authors
The Journal of Optoelectronics and Advanced Materials appears quarterly and publishes Holy Grail papers, featured articles, review papers, research papers and short communications in the field of optoelectronics and new advanced materials: optoeloectronic devices, crystals of relevance in optoelectronics, amorphous and glassy materials, nanostructured materials and devices, magnetic materials, functional and smart materials. Theoretical papers are encouraged. Papers dealing with biomaterials and optoelectronic applications for medical purposes are accepted. An important aim of the Journal is to bring together the specialists from related fields: optoelectronics and materials.

Submission of papers
Authors are invited to send the manuscripts in British English, firstly by e-mail and then by regular mail. Two hard copies and an electronic record on a 3.5 inches floppy disk are required.

Review papers (Plenary talks) are limited to 12 pages. Regular papers are limited to 6 pages. Short communications are limited to 4 pages. Every paper must have an abstract of maximum 200 words. At least three keywords, which characterize the subject of the work, must be specified. Only three papers co-authored by the same person can be published in one issue of the Journal.

One full page of the Journal contains 54 rows with 95 characters/row (font size Times New Roman 11).

The following structure of a paper is recommended: 1. Introduction, 2. Experimental (Theory, Modeling, etc.‚ subsections), 3. Results, 4. Discussion, 5. Conclusions.

References will be consecutively numbered in the text and collected at the end of the paper in the following style for journals, proceedings and books, respectively:

The editor will send every manuscript to two referees for a critical examination. The comments of the referees and the decision of the Editorial Board regarding the publication will be sent to the corresponding authors. 

The corresponding author will receive 10 reprints without charge. The authors can order additional reprints.
