Readers who visit the new “Digest Journal” may be tempted to ask, why put together so many different materials, like nano- and bio-materials, under one umbrella ? 


As editors, we provide some rationale.  Firstly, both nano- and bio- materials possess structures of similar size. Secondly, while one can always separate dead from living matter, it appears that structurally there are many commonalities in these two types of materials. One will be able to closely compare features of structure in both systems, and seek similarities as well as differences. Thirdly, by bringing these two subjects together, one will make accessible papers on bio-materials  to those researchers  who traditionally work on nano-materials and vice-versa. Fourthly, it appears that interactions between nano- and bio-structures give rise to a wealth of reciprocal modifications. Dead clusters of inorganic materials interact with bio-structures to produce large changes at the nano-scale level to influence functionalities of these composite materials. These interactions will benefit medical applications, an area of current interest in this inter-disciplinary field.
